Live Adult Butterflies for Your Release!

How exciting! You have received your shipment of live Butterflies. If this is your first time you may be very nervous about what you are supposed to do and you are probably a little scared about even touching the box that holds these precious creatures. If you follow the instructions we have listed below everything will work out perfectly for your event.

First things First: 

Please read these instructions in their entirety!

You do not need to be too worried about handling your box of butterflies. We pack them to insure they can handle the bumps and thumps of shipment. So you would have to be pretty harsh with them to damage them. 

INSECT SPRAY will kill your butterflies.  Do not store them in an area that has been recently treated for insects.  Do not use insect spray or insecticides around or near your butterflies! 

Be sure to wash your hands. (FRONTLINE) or similar products use on your pets is an insecticide the residue from these products will remain on you hands after petting your pet. So be sure to wash your hands before handling your Butterfly’s.
Opening Your Box: Transporting your butterflies. 

Please open your cardboard box. Inside you will find a Styrofoam container. Remove the top of the Styrofoam container. Underneath your butterflies is a piece of cardboard or packing materials that separates the icepacks from the butterflies. Remove the butterflies and set them to the side. (Do this quickly) Remove and refreeze one of the ice packs. Place everything back into the container while you are waiting for the ice pack to refreeze. (Keeping your butterflies in the dark will prevent them from moving around and damaging their wings.) Once it is frozen place it back inside the container and repeat with the last ice pack. Make sure that you replace the lid of the Styrofoam every time you walk away from the box. This is important because the butterflies need to be kept cool and in the dark so they sleep while they are in the box. Exchange ice packs as needed. Typically Ice packs last 12 hours under normal conditions.
When Storing Your Butterflies Overnight: In your refrigerator. BE SURE TO REMOVE YOUR ICEPACKS. IT IS VERY IMPORTIANT THAT THE REFRIGORATER TEMPARTURE IS 50* (colder temperatures will kill your Butterflies.) You can check this with a refrigerator thermometer.

 (You may find this at your local grocery store) 

The Day of Your Release:
Check the weather for the city you are going to be releasing the butterflies. If it is going to be raining that day you will need to make sure to wait until it is not raining to do the release. You may want to release them later that day, possibly at your reception. They will fly in very light rain or gentle mist. This will not harm them.  

Remember that butterflies survive through thunderstorms and hurricanes; the rain will not kill or harm the butterflies. The reason you do not release when it is raining is that they will not fly in the rain. You will need to make sure it is above 63 degrees during the release. Butterflies will not fly if it is too cold. 

Remove Ice Pack from Box ½ hour prior to the release Replace Butterflies back into DARK box (close lid to insure darkness.) So they can warm up prior to the release. Please Do Not remove Ice pack more then one-hour prior. If you take them out too soon they can become too hot or they can get tattered wings from trying to get out of the box. If you do not take them out soon enough they will not be warm enough to fly for the release. DO NOT leave the butterflies in direct sunlight when they are warming up.
 If you have any problems with your order (Livestock) you must notify us the day you receive your shipment. Do not destroy any possible damaged/deceased livestock as we require photos and the return of any such livestock for reimbursement. Joyful Butterflies will not be responsible nor do we guarantee your livestock the Day (‘s) after your shipment is received.
